What is this leaflet about?

In order to meet the huge increase in demand for Reception places, which is predicted to continue to at least the end of the decade, the Local Authority wishes to consult on how it can best increase the supply of permanent primary school places across the borough. 

As part of this, we are considering whether existing schools can be enlarged to offer additional places. One of our options is to use the successful model of all-age schools by to link new primary provision to existing secondary schools. 
We are therefore keen to get your views on whether Trinity Church of England School could be enlarged to offer 2 forms of entry for primary pupils.  The proposal is to lower the age of entry to the school so that it can admit pupils from the age of 5 from 2012 or 2013, depending on the availability of the site at Leahurst Road.
This leaflet explains: 
· why we need to increase the number of primary school places across the borough 
· how the Trinity proposal might help meet this demand 

· what will happen next after this consultation

It is important to us to gain the views of parents/carers, governors, school staff, the local community and other interested parties about this proposal. There is a form at the back of this leaflet for you to fill in and return to share your thoughts. Your feedback will help us to shape possible developments at Trinity.

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The Proposal

The Mayor has asked us to look at the feasibility of lowering the age of entry to Trinity Church of England School to include 2 forms of entry for Primary pupils. This would mean that from September 2012 the school would admit 60 children aged 5. Primary provision would grow over a period of 7 years and eventually there would be up to 420 primary age children on the roll of the school. 

Why do we need additional places in Lewisham primary schools?

The number of births in Lewisham has increased by over 30% since 2000/2001. This has been a consistent trend and means that we need to provide more permanent school places. We know too that major planned housing regeneration schemes will attract new people into the borough and a proportion of them are likely to be families with children. We estimate that we need to add about 540 permanent school places across the borough and these need to be concentrated in the areas where we expect to see population increases.
We will be able to provide many of these places through enlarging existing schools where there is sufficient room on the site to add new classrooms and the other areas that a school needs. This might be through adding new classrooms or by modifying existing buildings.

We will be monitoring our projections very carefully to ensure that  - as far as possible - we get the right number of places in the right locations. 
We want to be able to educate as many as possible of our young people close to their homes in Lewisham. We also know that with increasing numbers of young people in the population we need to increase the opportunities for many young people with special educational needs to be educated close to home. 

So,  as part of our planning for additional school places we are keen to see if there are opportunities to establish additional SEN provision. 

Why enlarge this school?

The population in the Lee Green area is increasing. There has been a 19% increase over the last decade from 336 births in 1998/99 to 399 in 2008/09. There were over 1,000 births to families in the area in 2006/2007 and 2007/2008  so there will be even greater pressure on places locally in 2011 and 2012.
In order to meet local demand, and avoid expecting children to travel long distances, we need to add 75 places (2.5 forms of entry) with the possibility of additional temporary provision to cover entry in 2011 and 2012.  We would like Trinity Church of England School to offer 60 additional places (2 additional forms of entries) by lowering its age of entry.  An SEN Resource base would also be considered as an addition to the provision . 
The current proposal, subject to agreement of the governing body of Trinity School and of the Diocese, is that the admissions criteria for a primary phase of the school should be 80% Community and 20% Faith related. This proposal would ensure that the intake of the school at Reception would meet the needs of the local community whilst ensuring an overall balance of the school’s population between those admitted on Faith and non-Faith criteria
This proposal would provide an all-age mainstream school in the east of the borough to match all-age schools in the north, centre and south, and complement separate primary and secondary provision elsewhere.

How could the school increase its size? 

We propose that the Trinity School should take over the Ennersdale school site in Leahurst Road, which was formerly a two-forms of entry school. The site has been in continuous use as a decant site for schools being re-built as part of the Building Schools for the Future programme. It has been re-furbished as required after each tenancy. The school could be readily prepared to return to use as a primary site offering places in the heart of Lee Green from 2012 or 2013, depending on when the site becomes available.
What will the school’s admissions policy be? 

The Governing Body of Trinity will be responsible for the admissions policy. It is envisaged that subject to agreement of the governing body of Trinity School and of the Diocese, the admission of pupils at age 5 will be 20% of places awarded to pupils of families who attend church and  80% open places.
Will the education of the children already in the school be compromised?

All-age schools are a key part of the Lewisham school improvement strategy.  In all-age schools the curriculum and teaching can be better tailored to the needs of pupils irrespective of their age. Concerns are sometimes raised about the management issues of having older and younger children in the same school. Some feel that a new start at 11 allows children to develop new skills. 

The view of the Local Authority is that the positives outweigh the negatives, and that there will remain sufficient choice for parents across schools in the Borough. Research has found that all age schools:

· bring about cultural change through a focus on children’s academic achievement and personal development from 5 – 16;

· reduce the barriers to pupils’ progress across the primary and secondary phases;

· provide flexibility in curriculum design, delivery, school management and leadership through economies of scale and opportunities for innovation;
· reduce the dip in performance during transition;

· improve teaching and learning by the sharing of expertise across all phases;

· increase opportunities for personalised learning;

· improve pastoral care for children in challenging circumstances, through joined up strategy for special and behavioural needs;

· support and encourage community and parental development and involvement in school life;

· provide the opportunity for older pupils to make a positive impact through peer tutoring/buddy  arrangements and being encouraged to become involved in pre-school and after-school care programme.
What funding will the school receive for the additional pupils? 

The Local Authority will fund the costs of the building works required and will equip the new classes as they open from 2012 or 2013. 
In addition to the set-up costs, the school will be funded for each child who joins the school.
What will happen next after this consultation


We will take report back to Mayor & Cabinet at the end of March, and the Mayor will  make a decision on what options to take forward. Given the limited funding available for capital works, a key consideration will be which schemes are affordable.
