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TRINITARIANS COMPETE IN NATIONAL SCIENCE
COMPETITION

On Wednesday ¥5January, Dhanush Kesavan and Samuel Amadi from year 10 travelled to the Medway campus of the Universit
of Greenwich to compete in the Finals of the SootiEngland Science affcechnology Challenge.

The challenge was to programme a robot to navigate a maze using sensors to detect obstacles and painted lines repreléenting w
of the maze. As an additional challenge, the robot had to make a sound when it reached a specifictheiméaze. Prizes for the
best performing robots and presentation were awarded by the Vice Lord Lieutenant of Kent, Robert Oldfield OBE DL.

Working as a team with students from Woodbridge High School, Samuel and Diuiligestitly applied their knowlege of
computer science, logic and angles to get the robot to follow instructions in the correct order. They demonstrated tihenceesi
their trial and error approach to ensuring the robot did what it should at the right time and their insight imtaahtdicial
intelligence is currently used compared to how it could be applied in the future.

Unfortunately, despite their efforts andiving the best presentation, there was a malfunction in the robot that prevented it
completing the maze.
