Friday. Wednesday will be a day of deep cleaning.

1 On the weeks following the 15June, we hope to gradually welcome backrenyear groups, depending on governmei
guidance. More detail will follow over the coming weelgis will include year 6, R and 10.

Year One families will receive a phone call home on the week begintiihgn& to ascertain whether your child will be
attending. We are encouraging you to ask your child to attend, although there are no sanctions {fattertiance, in line
with government guidance.
